This month 1 would like to tell you a story about my 62 Lakewood Monza wagon. It has a weird past. It started with someone
buying it on E Bay supposedly in a lot better shape than it was when delivered. So it was stuffed in a corner waiting for a way
to get some of his money back. It became a place for 3 dogs to sleep against , and to pile things on. , It had a 140 motor in it ,
not looking that good. So eventually it was used as partial payment for a lot of work on another vehicle minus the motor , and
wheels with tires. It did have a bunch of new parts tossed in the back. SO | put Hands wheels on it , built one of my motors and
transaxles for it.
